Ways that we can foster the skill of Capitalising:-





Talk about the targeted learning behaviour with the children before and during activities so they are able to articulate the skills they are using.


Give children criteria for peer / self -assessment.


Give children time to play and reflect.


Use open ended activities and language as much as possible.


Develop more than one BLP objective in a lesson if possible,





When you use this learning muscle, you…





Learn from many different sources (people, books, the internet, music, the environment, experience etc).


Make intelligent use of all kinds of things to help learning (eg posters, dictionaries etc).





Drawing on the full range of resources from the wider world – other people, books, internet, past experiences, future opportunities…
